Audience instructions:  
 
Please arrive at the campus gate (6301 Riverdale Avenue, at W. 263rd Street) between the 
hours of 6:15 and 7:00pm.  Please refer to the attached campus map.  
 
You will be checked in at the gate. Ample audience parking is available at the Villa Parking lot 
near the gate. A shuttle van will be available to drive audience members directly to Founders 
Hall, beginning at 6:30pm. If you are arriving by taxi or ride share, you may take the shuttle van 
or have your driver take you directly to Founders Hall. Accurate GPS directions are available to 
Founders Hall. 
 
Public transportation to UMSV is available via the 1 train to W. 231st. Local Bronx buses Bx7 
and BX10 will take you from the subway to the campus gate at Riverdale Avenue and W. 263rd 
Street.  
 
Please note that parking close to Founders Hall is reserved for RCS singers and guest 
musicians. 
 
If you prefer to walk to Founders Hall, please use the campus map and allow 15 minutes for 
your walk. 
 
At Founders Hall, accessibility is available by ramp to the first floor where elevators and internal 
stairs will take you to the second floor and the Chapel of the Immaculate Conception. Others 
may take the outside stairs to the second floor and the Chapel.  
 
After the performance, the shuttle van will be available to bring you back to your car or the 
campus entrance.
